The Blood of Jesus

The blood of Jesus was spilled for us so that we may be made whole;  physically,  spiritually,  emotionally,  mentally,  and financially.   His blood was shed 7 times:

1)  At the garden of Gethsemane on Mount of Olives,  Jesus shed his blood,  in Luke 22:44 we read,   “And being in agony he prayed more earnestly: and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground.  --- This blood was shed from his head for our minds.  

2)  In John 19:1 we see Jesus scourged,  flogged,  whipped,  39 times,  one whipping short of what was considered to be a death sentence.   His body was mangled and His blood spilled for the healing of our bodies;  for all sickness and disease.

3)  A crown of thorns was pushed into His head.  In Genesis a curse is spoken over the head,  and by his blood, that curse is removed from our lives.  This crown,  was made of thorns of at least 1 1/2 - 2 inches long,  and by his wearing this crown,   He took the curse of sin and death, so we may be crowned with blessings.

4)  His beard was torn from his face.   Isaiah 50:6 says  “ I gave my back to the smiters,  and my cheeks to them that plucked off the hair:  I hid not my face from shame and spitting.   Here we have His blood shed for our bodies to keep them from sin,  by being able to endure to the end.  Knowing that Jesus endured,  and that if we rest in Him,  His burden is easy and His yoke is light.  He endured shame and humiliation, so that we may reign with Him.

5)  At the tree,  Jesus shed his blood from His hands and feet,  for our work and walk.   Each day that we labor for the Lord,  we should remember that because of His sacrifice,  we do not have to endure eternal death.  Christ anointed our walk with the blood his feet shed for us at Calvery.  We can make it through to the end,  if we focus on Him.

6)  For six hours,  Jesus spilled his blood.  It dripped to the ground,  breaking the curse placed on the earth and on humanity.  He dripped blood for six hours,  each hour covering a one thousand year period -  six thousand years of past and future, till the time of His return.   

7)  The last spilling of blood,  was significant because it was shed with water, as the spear pierced his side.  This last time, signifies the new birth.  Each of us now has a chance to live in eternity with Christ, through the new birth.
